Utility Line means any pipeline such as a water transmission or

2. Sanitary sewer collection system: 
 a. each individual trailer site within a mobile home park. 
 b. the property line for a residential or single occupancy property. 
c. a manhole or wye lateral extended to an invert elevation as 
engineered for a multi-occupancy property.
